what to do if there’s a fire

To protect yourself in the event of a fire,
we need you to know what to do to
keep yourself, your family and
neighbours safe.

If there’s a fire in your own home:

e Quickly get out of the room where
the fire is and close the door behind
you

e Tell everyone in your home that
there’s a fire and to get out too

e Don’t stop to get any of your things
and shut the front door behind you

e Don’t try to put the fire out yourself

e Wait outside away from the
building and call the fire service on
999 immediately

The fire strategy for your block is ‘stay
put’.

If there’s a fire in the building
(including in someone else’s flat)
here’s what you need to do:

e Your building’s designed to
contain a fire inside the apartment
where it started and protect you
from the effects of smoke and fire

e |If the fire isn’t in your apartment,
close all your doors and windows
and stay inside

e Dial 999 right away, just in case
the person whose apartment is on
fire hasn’t been able to

e |f smoke or heat from the
apartment on fire starts to affect
your home then leave
immediately, if it’s safe to do so,
or if the fire service tells you to
leave

Check your front door

e Keep the area by your front door clear:
Avoid mats outside your flat door, or
decorations on your flat door, so the space
stays tidy and easy to move through
Check your door closes smoothly: It

should shut fully without sticking

Take a quick look at the hinges: They
should feel secure, with all screws in place
Make sure the door closer is working: It
should gently guide the door closed on its
own

Your front door isn’t just
a door - it’s a fire door!

Your front door is also a fire door, designed
to help slow the spread of smoke and fire if
an incident happens.

A few simple habits help it do its job

properly:

« Don’t prop the door open: It should be
able to close fully and sit snugly in its
frame

« Don’t drill or cut into the door: Things
like cat flaps or added fittings affect how
well it resists fire

e« Leave the overhead door closer as it is:
It helps the door close safely every time

« Keep the original handles, hinges, and
letterbox: These parts are tested to work
together for fire safety

« Don’t paint over the door seals: They’re
designed to expand in heat, helping block
smoke

¢« Report any issues: If the door is damaged
or not working properly, let us know. If
you own your flat, arrange repairs as soon
as you can
